AN UNFORGETTABLE PROFESSOR’S LASTING IMPRESSION

Laura S. Logan, PhD

Laura Logan’s story s living proof of the profound influence a Houston Community College
professor can have on a student, even a student who eventually earns her degrees elsewhere.

After attending HCC on and off as a young mother, Laura put off her own studies until her two
children finished high school, determined to make sure they didn’t drop out as she had. Even
s0, HCC professor Helen Orman had already greatly inspired her.

Once her children finished school, Laura attended the University of Nebraska at Kearney,
earning a BS in sociology, magna cum laude. Before graduating from UNK, Laura tried to
contact Professor Orman and was dismayed to learn that she’d been killed, the victim of a
senseless crime, two years earlier.

“l had so wanted to thank her and tell her that | finished my undergraduate degree and was
becoming a teacher like her,” she says. “l think of her often and of the academic and life
lessons | learned while at HCC.”

Laura went on to earn her MA in sociology, a graduate certificate in women’s studies and, in
2013, her PhD in sociology—a far cry from her abbreviated start at HCC, and yet, in large part,
because of it.

Today, she’s an assistant professor at Hastings College in Nebraska, where she’s delighted
to have the chance to teach and mentor students.
