for fall and spring semesters

Fall 2022 registration is in full swing as
students prepare for classes that begin
Aug. 22. Registration for the remaining fall
sessions ends the first week of November.

Students are advised to apply early and
submit required documents for spring classes
that start Jan. 17, 2023. There’s also a special
mini-session that runs between the fall and
spring semesters, with classes starting Dec.
12.

Registration for the spring semester kicks off
the last week of October. The course schedule
includes both in-person and online classes.
